4. If the paper has been published or accepted for publication, enter the title of publication including date or issue in which it was or will be published. Similarly, if the paper has been accepted for a presentation, provide the information required.
5. Papers must be approximately twelve to twenty five pages long (double-spaced), may be written in Spanish or English and should follow MLA or equivalent guidelines for formatting.

6. Attach a file (WORD or PDF) of the complete paper including an abstract of no more than 200 words.

7. Completed applications and attachments should be addressed to the Corda Foundation at awards@cordafoundation.org. A confirmation letter will be sent to the applicant upon receipt.
